NAIL THE ELECTION

Salons make voting beautiful

LOCATION—On Wednesday, October 1, three local beauty salons will launch a campaign to "Nail the Election" by participating in a national voter registration drive.

"When we learned that 22 million women did not vote in 2000," says Lily Rose, owner of Beautiful Voter Salon, "we jumped at the chance to participate in this innovative campaign to get out the vote."

Those 22 million nonvoting women are the target of a number of local and nationwide campaigns to get out their votes. The original study of the 2000 election—conducted by Women’s Voices, Women’s Votes—revealed that single women were the largest group of nonvoters. If they had voted at the same rate as married women, six million more votes would have been cast.

"Elections shouldn’t be nail-biters," says local 1000 Flowers spokesperson PinkTulip. "Everyone should be exercising their right to vote."

Three local salons—Beautiful Voter, Women’s Votes Count, and Flower Power Salon—will draw attention to the untapped power of women’s votes by providing voter registration forms and encouraging clients to register. Nail files emblazoned with catchy slogans telling women to "Shape the Oval Office" will be available at all three salons. 

Says Lily Rose of Beautiful Voter Salon, "I am definitely voting, and I've already started talking to customers about it. I’ve persuaded several people to vote for the first time! I feel that this is an important contribution that I can make to my community, as a small business owner.”

Says 1000 Flowers Co-Founder Deborah Moore, "We’re targeting beauty salons because it’s one place where women hang out and have time to discuss important issues."

The "Nail the Election" registration campaign will run until October 4. On October 5, 1000 Flowers will launch its “Nail the Vote” get-out-the-vote campaign to get women to the polls.  Women will be encouraged to host parties and paint each other’s nails red, white and blue with v-o-t-e decals to spread the word about voting. 1000 Flowers is also encouraging women to “Arrive With Five” by bringing four friends with them to the polls on November 2.

“These are cuticle times, and women can shape the Oval Office and decide who our next President will be,” said 1000 Flowers Co-Founder Francesca Vietor,  “but only if they vote on November 2.”
